Welcome to The First Tee of Snohomish County.  We are so pleased to have the opportunity to work with you and your child/children. Our goal is to make this season the most productive it can be. In order to do that, we feel that it is in the best interest of your child that the expectations of this program are clearly communicated from the beginning.  Please read this with your child and sign.

1-Class Schedule:


We have a specific start & stop time for our classes. It is wonderful for students to be at the location 10-15 minutes prior to class. At this time the coaches will be checking kids in & making sure everyone has the equipment they need. It is very important that parents stay on site to monitor their student until class begins. Once class begins, parents are welcome to stay & watch, or leave the site & return at the end of class. Please be prompt in picking up your student. While we would never leave a student alone, in many cases coaches have private lessons, or other classes to teach. 

2-Incliment Weather Policy:

If the golf course is open, we will conduct class. Golf courses close due to lightening, snow or frost. Rain will not cancel classes.

3- Dress Code:

Please make sure your child is dressed appropriately for the weather. Layering is a good idea as it can cool down quickly in the afternoons. Sun screen is a good idea even if it’s overcast and a hat is also a plus. Children should be wearing athletic shoes with some tread on the bottom. (Wet grass can be slippery) Please no open toe or heal shoes as this is a safety issue. 

4- Supplies:

We provide clubs for students who do not have their own. We do not supply water or snacks. We feel it is important that students stay hydrated during class, so you may want to make sure your child has a bottle of water and a small snack in their bag. 

5-Refund Policy:

Refund upon request. 100% before the first class then prorated within the first ½ of the session.

6-Behavior Policy:
We expect students come ready to learn. We also expect that students will not interfere with the learning, safety or well-being of others. Behavior expectations will be covered at the beginning of each session and reviewed as needed during the session.  Parents will be notified after class if a participant is having difficulty following through in this area. (If you know your child has difficulty in a group setting, please let us know in advance. We may need you to stay to help monitor for the safety of all.)

7- Parent Education Resources:
